Dear Families,

Welcome to the 2011 school year.  This is your invitation to join us for one of six Scholarships and
Tuition Talks.  Each talk will invite you, motivate you, and hopefully inspire you to even greater
participation in our mission, which is no less important than the Gospel message itself.
